KeepNTrack Overview
All of Calvert County Public Schools will be using a new software program called KeepnTrack for student sign in/out, staff, substitutes, visi-

tors, and volunteers. This new system will provide better security & safety for our children during the school day. With this new software im-
plementation:

*  All visitors, volunteers, substitutes and staff must sign in & out on KeepnTrack.

% In addition, all volunteers must submit an online application and those working directly with children will need to be fingerprinted prior to
volunteering.

For all current PTA volunteers and those who wish to be part of our volunteer program next year, the online application form will be available
sometime in mid to late July on the CCPS website. The MES PTA will send information about this process via email to all those currently
listed with our volunteer coordinator and those who receive our Mustang Minute so we can be ready for the 2010-2011 school year.
